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PTS capability

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The most widespread ecological work in these
areas are protected species scoping surveys.
These are usually undertaken in response to
planned engineering works or works affecting
station buildings or other built structures along the
line.

The most common protected species encountered
in these situations are reptiles, bats, badgers and
breeding birds. MKA offers a full service from
original baseline surveys, through evaluation and
impact assessment of the proposed development,
to design, licensing and implementation of
mitigation.
